The Catholic Church and the Christian communities in Europe have organized the Third European Ecumenical Assembly (www.eea3.org). This initiative, scheduled to conclude with the Assembly itself in Sibiu (Romania) in September 2007, is an open process intended to promote further understanding and reconciliation among the different Christian confessions. 

Within the framework of this process, the 42nd Session of Pastoral Issues (Jornades de Qüestions Pastorals) includes an Ecumenical Meeting in Barcelona (Spain) which will involve the participation of representatives from various confessions and is open for anyone to take part.

The Session is organized by Barcelona Archdiocese’s Ecumenism Office and Centre Sacerdotal Montalegre. "Centre Sacerdotal Montalegre" is promoted by the Priestly Society of the Holy Cross , an association inseparably united to the Prelature of Opus Dei (www.opusdei.org).The Priestly Society of the Holy cross offers spiritual assistance to diocesan priests,encouraging them in their ministris and helping them to be united to their bishop and fellow priests.

A response to Pope Benedict XVI's vision: "What must be promoted above all is the ecumenism of love which descends directly from the new commandment left by Jesus to His disciples. Love accompanied by coherent acts generates trust and opens eyes and hearts. Dialogue of charity by nature promotes and illuminates dialogue in truth: it is in fact in the fullness of truth that there will be the definitive encounter to which the Spirit of Christ is leading us. To conclude my remarks, I wish to re-establish the completely special importance of spiritual ecumenism. The Pontifical Council for Promoting Christian Unity is, therefore, rightly committed to it, relying on prayer, charity and conversion of heart for personal and communal renewal. I urge you to continue in this direction, which has already produced so much fruit and will bear more.” (Benedict XVI Address to the Pontifical Council for Promoting Christian Unity, November 17, 2006).
